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Cómo detener la propagación 
de COVID-19

Lávese las manos
• Lávese las manos a menudo con agua y jabón durante al menos 20 segundos. 

• Lávese las manos inmediatamente después de haber estado afuera y después de haber 
estornudado, tosido o sonado la nariz, antes de comer y cuando sus manos se ven sucias.

• Cuando no tenga agua y jabón, use un desinfectante para manos que tenga al menos 
un 60% de alcohol. Cubra todas sus manos (adelante y atrás) y frótese las manos juntas 
hasta que se sientan secas. 

• Trate de no tocarse los ojos, la nariz y la boca con las manos no lavados.

Conserve la distancia
• Permanezca en casa si usted puede.

• Permanezca al menos 6 pies lejos de la gente, cuando sea possible.  

Utilizar una mascarilla o cobertura facial
• Cúbrase la nariz y la boca con una mascarilla o una cobertura de papel o tela cubierta 

facial, bufanda o pañuelo cuando salga de casa o esté cerca de otras personas. 

Cubrir tos y estornudos
• Cúbrase la nariz y la boca con un pañuelo desechable cuando estornude o tosa. 

• Ponga los pañuelos usados en la basura.

Limpiar y desinfectar
• Limpiar superfi cies que toca con frecuencia, tales como mesas, perillas de la puerta, 

mostradores, teléfonos, etc. 

• Limpiar con jabón y agua o limpiador doméstico, luego desinfectar.

• Para desinfectar, usar un desinfectante doméstico o una mezcla de lejía y agua. Para 
hacer una solución de lejía, mezcle 5 cucharadas (1/3 de taza) de lejía por galón de agua. 
Soluciones de alcohol con al menos 70% de alcohol podrían ser usadas.

• Deje esta mezcla o limpiador sobre la superfi cie por al menos 1 minuto.

• Siga las instrucciones en la botella de lejía para su uso. 

• Nunca mezcle lejía con amoníaco o cualquier otro limpiador doméstico.

Cuándo llamar al 911
Llamar al 911 si usted tiene una de las señales de advertencia de emergencia: 

• Problema para respirar

• Dolor o presión en el pecho

• Nueva confusión o difi cultad para despertarse

• Labios o cara morados

Esta lista no es del todo inclusiva. Por favor llame a su médico si tiene algún otro síntoma 
que le preocupe.
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Steps to help prevent 
the spread of COVID-19 
if you are sick
FOLLOW THE STEPS BELOW:  If you are sick with 
COVID-19 or think you might have COVID-19, follow 
the steps below to help protect other people in your 
home and community.

Stay home except to get medical care 
• Stay home: Most people with COVID-19 

have mild illness and are able to recover at 
home without medical care. Do not leave 
your home, except to get medical care. Do 
not visit public areas.

• Stay in touch with your doctor. Call before you get medical care. Be 
sure to get care if you have trouble breathing, or have any other 
emergency warning signs, or if you think it is an emergency.

• Avoid public transportation: Avoid using public transportation, 
ride-sharing, or taxis.

Separate yourself from other people in your 
home, this is known as home isolation
• Stay away from others: As much as possible, 

stay away from others. You should stay in 
a specific “sick room” if possible, and away 
from other people in your home. 
Use a separate bathroom, if available.

Call ahead before visiting your doctor 
• Call ahead: Many medical visits for routine 

care are being postponed or done by 
phone or telemedicine.

• If you have a medical appointment that cannot be 
postponed, call your doctor’s office, and tell them you have 
or may have COVID-19. This will help the office protect 
themselves and other patients.

If you are sick wear a facemask in the 
following situations, if available.
• If you are sick: You should wear a facemask, if 

available, when you are around other people 
(including before you enter a healthcare 
provider’s office).

• If you are caring for others: If the person who is sick is not able 
to wear a facemask (for example, because it causes trouble 
breathing), then as their caregiver, you should wear a 
facemask when in the same room with them. Visitors, other 
than caregivers, are not recommended.

Note: During a public health emergency, facemasks may be 
reserved for healthcare workers. You may need to improvise a 
facemask using a scarf or bandana.

Cover your coughs and sneezes
• Cover: Cover your mouth and nose with a 

tissue when you cough or sneeze.

• Dispose: Throw used tissues in a lined trash can.

• Wash hands: Immediately wash your hands with soap and 
water for at least 20 seconds. If soap and water are not 
available, clean your hands with an alcohol-based hand 
sanitizer that contains at least 60% alcohol.

Clean your hands often
• Wash hands: Wash your hands often with 

soap and water for at least 20 seconds. 
This is especially important after blowing 
your nose, coughing, or sneezing; going to 
the bathroom; and before eating or preparing food.

• Hand sanitizer: If soap and water are not available, use an 
alcohol-based hand sanitizer with at least 60% alcohol, 
covering all surfaces of your hands and rubbing them 
together until they feel dry.

• Soap and water: Soap and water are the best option, 
especially if hands are visibly dirty.

• Avoid touching: Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth 
with unwashed hands.

Avoid sharing personal household items
• Do not share: Do not share dishes, drinking 

glasses, cups, eating utensils, towels, or 
bedding with other people in your home.

• Wash thoroughly after use: After using these 
items, wash them thoroughly with soap and water or put 
in the dishwasher.
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Clean all “high-touch” surfaces everyday
Clean high-touch surfaces in your isolation 
area (“sick room” and bathroom) every day; 
let a caregiver clean and disinfect high-touch 
surfaces in other areas of the home.

• Clean and disinfect: Routinely clean high-touch surfaces in 
your “sick room” and bathroom. Let someone else clean 
and disinfect surfaces in common areas, but not your 
bedroom and bathroom.

ɞ If a caregiver or other person needs to clean and 
disinfect a sick person’s bedroom or bathroom, they 
should do so on an as-needed basis. The caregiver/other 
person should wear a mask and wait as long as possible 
after the sick person has used the bathroom.

• High-touch surfaces include phones, remote controls, 
counters, tabletops, doorknobs, bathroom fixtures, toilets, 
keyboards, tablets, and bedside tables.

• Clean and disinfect areas that may have blood, stool, or body fluids 
on them.

• Household cleaners and disinfectants: Clean the area or item 
with soap and water or another detergent if it is dirty. 
Then, use a household disinfectant.

ɞ Be sure to follow the instructions on the label to 
ensure safe and effective use of the product. Many 
products recommend keeping the surface wet for 
several minutes to ensure germs are killed. Many also 
recommend precautions such as wearing gloves and 
making sure you have good ventilation during use of 
the product.

ɞ Most EPA-registered household disinfectants should 
be effective. A full list of disinfectants can be found 
hereexternal icon.

Monitor your symptoms
• Common symptoms of COVID-19 include 

fever and cough. Trouble breathing is a 
more serious symptom that means you 
should get medical attention.

• If you are having trouble breathing, seek medical attention, 
but call first.

ɞ Call your doctor or emergency room before going in 
and tell them your symptoms. They will tell you what 
to do.

• Wear a facemask: If available, put on a facemask before you 
enter the building. If you can’t put on a facemask, cover 
your coughs and sneezes. Try to stay at least 6 feet away 
from other people. This will help protect the people in the 
office or waiting room.

• Follow care instructions from your healthcare provider and 
local health department: Your local health authorities 
will give instructions on checking your symptoms and 
reporting information.

How to discontinue home isolation
• People with COVID-19 who have stayed home 

(home isolated) can stop home isolation 
under the following conditions:

ɞ If you will not have a test to determine if 
you are still contagious, you can leave home after these 
three things have happened:
§ You have had no fever for at least 72 hours (that is 

three full days of no fever without the use medicine 
that reduces fevers)
AND

§ other symptoms have improved (for example, when 
your cough or shortness of breath have improved)
AND

§ at least 7 days have passed since your symptoms 
first appeared

ɞ If you will be tested to determine if you are still contagious, 
you can leave home after these three things have 
happened:
§ You no longer have a fever (without the use 

medicine that reduces fevers)
AND

§ other symptoms have improved (for example, when 
your cough or shortness of breath have improved)
AND

§ you received two negative tests in a row, 24 hours 
apart. Your doctor will follow CDC guidelines.

In all cases, follow the guidance of your healthcare provider and local 
health department. The decision to stop home isolation should be 
made in consultation with your healthcare provider and state 
and local health departments. Local decisions depend on local 
circumstances.

Call 911 if you have a medical emergency: If you have a 
medical emergency and need to call 911, notify the operator 
that you have or think you might have, COVID-19. If possible, 
put on a facemask before medical help arrives.

If you develop emergency warning signs for COVID-19 get 
medical attention immediately.
Emergency warning signs include*:

• Trouble breathing

• Persistent pain or pressure in the chest

• New confusion or inability to arouse

• Bluish lips or face

*This list is not all inclusive. Please consult your medical 
provider for any other symptoms that are severe or 
concerning.
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How to Protect Yourself and Others

Everone should 
Clean your hands often

• Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds especially after 
you have been in a public place, or after blowing your nose, coughing, or sneezing.

• If soap and water are not readily available, use a hand sanitizer that contains at 
least 60% alcohol. Cover all surfaces of your hands and rub them together until
they feel dry.

• Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth with unwashed hands.

Know how it spreads
• There is currently no vaccine to prevent coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19).

• The best way to prevent illness is to avoid being exposed to this virus.
• The virus is thought to spread mainly from person-to-person.

» Between people who are in close contact with one another (within about 6 feet).

» Through respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs, sneezes
or talks.

» These droplets can land in the mouths or noses of people who are nearby or 
possibly be inhaled into the lungs.

» Some recent studies have suggested that COVID-19 may be spread by people who 
are not showing symptoms.

Avoid close contact

• Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

• Stay at home as much as possible.
• Put distance between yourself and other people.

» Remember that some people without symptoms may be able to spread virus. 

» This is especially important for people who are at higher risk of getting

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Utilice una cobertura facial para ayudar a 
disminuir la propagación de COVID-19

¿Quien debe utilizar una cobertura facial?
Todas las personas deben usar una cobertura facial cuando salgan en público. Las personas que se encuentren 
enfermas (estornudando, tosiendo) también deben usar la cobertura facial cuando están en casa.

¿Qué es una cobertura facial?
Una cobertura facial es cualquier papel o tela (tales como un pañuelo o bufanda) que se ajustan 
adecuadamente, que cubren nariz y boca y permanecen fijadas a su cara mientras la utiliza.

¿Cómo hacer una cobertura facial?
Puede hacer una cobertura facial utilizando una bufanda, una toalla pequeña, un pañuelo o una camiseta 
vieja. Debe ajustarse perfectamente a su boca y sobre su nariz. Una tela más gruesa es mejor para 
mantener los gérmenes alejados. Una vez esté seguro de que cubre su boca y nariz, puede atarse detrás 
de las orejas con bandas elásticas o atarse detrás de la cabeza.

¿Cómo limpiar una cobertura facial de tela?
Lave la cobertura facial con agua y jabón o utilice la maquina lavadora todos los días.

¿Qué hacer y qué no hacer con las coberturas faciales?
Hacer:
 Asegúrese que pueda respirar a través de ella

 Úsela cuando salga en público

 Úsela en casa si está enfermo

 Asegúrese de que cubra su nariz y boca

 Lávela cada día

 Seque la cobertura facial antes de ponérsela

No hacer:
 Tocar sus ojos, nariz, o boca cuando usted se retire la cobertura

 Tocar la parte frontal de la cobertura facial al quitarla

 Usar en niños menores de dos años

 Usarla si usted tiene dificultad al respirar
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How to Wear Cloth Face Coverings
Cloth face coverings should—

• fit snugly but comfortably against the side of the face

• be secured with ties or ear loops

• include multiple layers of fabric

• allow for breathing without restriction

• be able to be laundered and machine dried without damage or  
change to shape

CDC on Homemade Cloth Face Coverings
CDC recommends wearing cloth face coverings in public settings where other 
social distancing measures are difficult to maintain (e.g., grocery stores and 
pharmacies), especially in areas of significant community-based transmission. 

CDC also advises the use of simple cloth face coverings to slow the spread of 
the virus and help people who may have the virus and do not know it from 
transmitting it to others.  Cloth face coverings fashioned from household 
items or made at home from common materials at low cost can be used as an 
additional, voluntary public health measure.

Cloth face coverings should not be placed on young children under age 
2, anyone who has trouble breathing, or is unconscious, incapacitated or 
otherwise unable to remove the cloth face covering without assistance.

The cloth face coverings recommended are not surgical masks or N-95 
respirators.  Those are critical supplies that must continue to be reserved for 
healthcare workers and other medical first responders, as recommended by 
current CDC guidance.

Should cloth face coverings be washed or otherwise  
cleaned regularly? How regularly?
Yes. They should be routinely washed depending on the frequency  
of use.

How does one safely sterilize/clean a cloth face covering?
A washing machine should suffice in properly washing a cloth face covering.

How does one safely remove a used cloth face covering?
Individuals should be careful not to touch their eyes, nose, and mouth  
when removing their cloth face covering and wash hands immediately  
after removing.

Use of Cloth Face Coverings to  
Help Slow the Spread of COVID-19
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
